2020 Annual Report of the CDA
This is my first year as a the CDA and my first report.  Firstly, a big thank you to my deputy and previous CDA, Chris Bond, for his guidance throughout the year, it has been hugely appreciated.  Chris is standing down for disciplinary roles for the County, his knowledge will be missed.
The figures for this season are below.  There has been a slight increase of last season, but we have not recorded the highest numbers in the South group of counties.  The numbers in brackets are the figures from last year.  

In total there were 12 (10) disciplinary incidents involving Hampshire players.

This broke down to:
· Red Cards 11 (6)

· Cat a) – 9 (4) for non-violent offences, e.g. misconduct/dissent/umpire abuse.
· Cat b) – 0 (1) for using/attempting/threatening violence to another player.
· Cat c) – 0 (0) for using/attempting/threatening violence to an umpire or match official.

· Cat d) – 2 (1) “Minor offence”

· MMO (Matchday Misconduct Offence 1 (4)
· Cat a) – 1 (4) for non-violent offences, e.g. misconduct/dissent/umpire abuse.
· Disrepute Offences 0 (0)

Of the Red Cards that were given the breakdown by appointing body 
· Hampshire appointed umpires – 6 (3)

· Club umpires – 3 (2)

· South appointed umpires – 2 (1)

The MMO breakdown

· Hampshire appointed umpires – 1 (3)

· Other appointed umpires – 0 (1)

Breakdown by Gender

· Female – 2 (2)

· Male – 10 (8)

Breakdown by Club, (number in brackets is the number of cards if more than one)
Alton, Bournemouth (2), Fareham, Hamble (2), Isle of Wight, New Forest, Peter Symonds College, Trojans, West Meon, Winchester.

There was one appeal to South which was rejected by the appeal panel.

There is a single suspension carrying over to next season.  The actual dates for the suspension will agreed when we know when the new season will start.

One of the cards was issued to a team captain, who received an enhanced penalty for failing to lead by example.  The imposition of such enhancements has been approved by the HHA Council and the County will impose enhanced penalties on captains and coaches who fail to lead by example.

The good news was that there were no Red Cards or MMO issued for violence (actual or threatened).  The bad news was that virtually all the Red Cards were issued for umpire abuse.  Where a Red Card or MMO is issued for umpire abuse the County will normally given a suspension of at least 30 days.  This practice was reviewed this year by the HHA Council and agreed to be appropriate.  Umpires will be supported by the County so that they can enjoy their contribution to our sport.
My thanks for all umpires who have submitted forms, most required no clarifications or updates.  My only request is that the players name should be correct, there were a few spelling mistakes in names.  Fortunately awarding a Red Card or MMO is rare, so it is important that the correct information I gathered and documented. 
The CDOs at some clubs were excellent and were very helpful.  At others, just finding someone to contact was a hard exercise.  Clubs are reminded that they must keep the HHA website up to date with the name and contact information for the CDO.

In addition to Chris, I would also like to thank Steve Downham for his time.  We are looking another person to join the County disciplinary team; workload is light, and the majority of effort is making sure that the CDA is setting the right lengths of suspensions.
