AGM MINUTES 19 JUNE 2017
Chaired by Mike Ward (EMW)
Minutes taken by the HHA Secretary, John Thompson (JT).  Note items are documented in Agenda item order not in the order discussed during the meeting for clarity of content.
Meeting commenced at 7.30pm and ended at 9.00pm

Brief Welcome from the Chairman – who welcomed the HHUA Chairman, Richard Wood who is also this Association’s Treasurer and Gaynor Toms (GT) the current England Hockey Relationship Manager for Hampshire.  He also mentioned with sadness the loss of two prominent figures in Hampshire hockey, Roger Merry (Southampton HC) and Alan Walker (Gosport HC and Royal Navy HA).  It was noted that a day celebrating the latter was to be held at HMS Temeraire on Saturday June 24th and that shortly before his passing, Alan had received a lifetime’s achievement award from EH.

Minutes of 2016 AGM: 

The Minutes were approved without any amendments.

Matters arising: 

It was confirmed that an Association Twitter account would be set up, but this has not yet been activated.
Treasurer’s Report, Affiliation and competition fees for season 2017/18:

Written report circulated in advance.  There were no observations.
Adoption of the accounts.

Tullett Islanders enquired whether a reduction in affiliation fees could be considered for ‘very occasional’ clubs, such as theirs and it was agreed that Council would look into this for 2018-19.
Affiliation and Competition fees, as laid out in the Treasurer’s report.

Appointment of Scrutineer:  

It was proposed that Alan Thorpe be invited to act as Scrutineer of the accounts again for 2017-18.

Proposed by Frankie Tierney, Seconded by Chris Bond (CB)
Carried nem con.
Reports:

EH: Gaynor Toms reiterated the up-coming events supported by EH, HockeyFest and the World League finals being held at Lee Valley.  She also noted that Clubmark had now replaced the ClubsFirst scheme of club accreditation.
Gillingham HC asked whether their ClubsFirst accreditation would carry forward to Clubmark, and GT confirmed it would, however, all accreditation was renewable after three years.
EMW also noted that Sport England had awarded EH the ‘best governing body’ award, and thanked GT for her work as Relationship manager for Hampshire.
SCHA: There was nothing to report from the South save for confirmation of halving of annual subscription to £4 per team (considerably less than other Regions).
Knockout Competitions: Written report circulated in advance.

The President (and Knockout secretary) thanked Fleet and Ewshot for successfully hosting Hampshire Day for the second successive year.
Looking forward to next season’s competitions he noted there were 74 entries to date, and these would continue to be open until the end of the month.  The group stage of the Men’s Cup will take place on September 16th at venues to be confirmed.  He also noted that Cup rule 3.4.2 would be modified to prevent clubs including players who had not represented their respective clubs during the league season.
Gillingham HC asked that start times for the Quarter/Semi-final matches be considered to prevent a repeat of this year when their club were required to participate in a 9.30 am start.
Steve Godwin (SG – HHUA director of umpiring) of Fareham HC asked whether Quarter and Semi-finals, and indeed Finals day itself, be split to focus on quality of performance rather than quantity of matches being played.

David Boyle asked if venues for the group stages for the Men’s Cup had been decided; MH, responded that this would be in part dependent on the number of teams participating, and would be agreed when that was known.
Discipline: Written report circulated in advance.  There were no comments on the report, however, CB raised concern regarding the number of yellow cards awarded and encouraged clubs to adopt a system of further disciplining serial recipients.  A brief discussion followed where the scope and type of system were discussed, and it was noted a number of clubs had such a system, but there was no commonality, and concerns raised over the types offence for which cards are awarded and whether they should all be treated similarly.
SG noted one club to which umpires are appointed had received ~40 cards and was concerned that umpires at all levels were not shown the respect they should be.
RW suggested that the Website could have a yellow-card reporting function added for clubs to record all cards if desired.

Player Pathway and Junior Competitions: Written reports circulated in advance.

There were no question on either report, however, Koo Janzen (KJ) asked any potential Player Pathway coaches to contact him as more were always welcome and required.  He also noted that he had had meetings with Junior Prime Contacts of both Clubs and Schools in the past month.
EMW complimented KJ for the work he had performed in both roles.

Umpires: A report was distributed at the meeting for those in attendance.
SG noted there was a Level 1 course being held at Fareham HC on July 16th.
He also reiterated that his primary aim as Director of Umpiring was to raise the standard of club umpires and as part of this was encouraging clubs to arrange themselves into groups geographically to allow sharing of resources both on match days and beyond.  This would also allow HHUA to provide technical advice and assess Level 1 candidates more easily.  He noted that country-wide 83% of games were umpired by non-appointed umpires and any help clubs could be given to improve the standard of umpiring should be embraced.  He would act as a point of contact for this scheme.
DB commented that umpires are not generally appointed below Men’s Division 2 and Women’s Division 1, and asked clubs not to attempt to pick off umpires privately who may be umpiring in the vicinity.  He noted that requests would be considered from just below these divisions but also asked for circular emails to umpires not to be sent out.
EMW thanked the umpires and stated he believed them to be the best Umpire Association in the South.
Website: Report circulated in advance, there were no comments.
Leagues:

Indoor: A league was held from September until Christmas; once again it was the only county league in the South.
HWHL: Written report circulated in advance.  There were no questions.
Men’s Seniors (Div 1-4 and above): Written report circulated in advance.  EMW noted that for the first time Hampshire clubs had won both South Premier divisions (Havant – Premier 1 and Winchester – Premier 2).  It was also noted that the first week of the League season would be in September.
Men’s Open League (Div 5 onwards): Written report circulated in advance.  A briefing paper was presented regarding potential regionalisation, and other options, for the lowest divisions.  This is covered in detail below.
Constitutional Changes: 

The Chairman acknowledged the questions received shortly before the meeting from Poole HC, and confirmed they would be addressed directly, but did not impact the changes that had been proposed.
The Chairman outlined said changes to the Constitution, the main point being the proposed disbanding of the Schools and Youth committee in favour of directly appointed, by the HHA Council, Player Pathway and Junior Competition administrators (through their parent service provider companies).  This was in line with other counties.  Both administrators would be paid, through their parent service provider companies, in the range previously agreed, and would not require additional expense to clubs and would report to other members of the HHA Council.  This was accepted nem con.
Election of Officers:

President :  Michael Harvey was Proposed as President by the Chairman and Seconded by FT, he was re-elected nem con by the floor.

Chairman:   Mike Ward was Proposed as Chairman by the President and Seconded by Bournemouth HC, he was re-elected nem con by the floor.
The Chairman proposed that the other Officers and members of the Council prepared to continue in post as advised in the calling notice and Agenda of the AGM be elected en bloc.  This was agreed by the floor nem con.

Election of Council:

See above – as circulated in advance.  One non-portfolio post was not filled, but a nomination after the meeting was received from Alton HC’s Ian Southgate that was accepted.
The Chairman noted that HHUA had appointed Stuart Field as their rep to the Association and as this was a non-elected post it was not covered by the voting above.
Election of Vice Presidents: 

The President had no recommendations for Vice President.
(South League Hampshire Area Annual Meeting :

The Chairman explained that the HHA AGM was a suitable forum where the AGM of the Hampshire area of the South League could be held and covered the items described in his Hampshire Senior Men’s League report as part of it.
The Chairman noted this covered teams down to Division 4.  He had one observation, that a potential change to the rules regarding penalties for fielding ineligible players was being considered.  There were no other comments or questions.)
Proposed Reorganisation of lower divisions in the Men’s HOL:

RB outlined the four proposals detailed in the briefing paper circulated to clubs.  They were:
1 – retain the status quo;
2 – introduce a development league open to any team in Divs 8-10;
3 – introduce a two-way regionalisation of Division 9 and 10 (North-South);
4 – introduce a three-way regionalisation of Divisions 9 and 10 (North, South East, South West).

Clubs put forward their thoughts on the matter including concerns over travel, inclusion (or otherwise) of junior players in adult teams, the positive impact of the HWHL Development league in encouraging new players and consideration of a ‘badgers league’ similar to that in BBO.
It was generally felt that change was required (11-3 in favour), but that travel was the main concern that needed to be addressed.

A clear majority (11-3) voted in favour of a North-South split in Divisions 9 and 10, and the HOL Secretary advised he would implement this for the forthcoming season.
Club Announcements:

Winchester announced that they planned on introducing a Wednesday evening session (Oct-Feb) for those wishing to play but not train in midweek.  Trojans had agreed to host this and anyone wishing to participate or require more details should contact him (chairman@winchesterhc.co.uk).

The Chairman thanked Fareham Hockey Club for hosting the AGM and closed the meeting.
HHUA Hospitality Awards:
