5. CORRESPONDENCE
The Secretary has received a request from Salisbury for assistance in recovering costs from Hamble for a cancelled match in the first half of the season.
The Chairman announced that the Council were invited to attend the Havant vs Fareham Men’s National League match taking place on 15th March as part of a ‘Club Day’ they will be holding to mark the event.

6. REPORTS
a. Discipline

The CDA presented a report containing details of all Red Cards and MMOs.  He noted that most had been due to umpire abuse which was a concern.  He had written to the CDO for Peter Symond’s College with respect to behaviour of their coach and players.  He was also disappointed that the ban proposed by Hamble on Samuel Davies was not longer than the minimum suggested by him.
RW observed that he had visited Hamble in his position as HHUA Chairman before the incident involving Mr Davies and the club had expressed contrition but their subsequent actions had not reflected this.  The HHUA would push for a ban until the end of the season.  HHUA will approach Hamble in this regard.
HW also expressed concern over behaviour at schools’ competitions.

A discussion took place over actions to take to remedy this situation.  It was agreed that the Chairman would send a reminder to Clubs about their behaviour, endorsed by HHUA.

The CDA confirmed that CB was standing down as deputy and that an advertisement should be placed to identify a successor.

b. Treasurer
The Treasurer stated that an adjustment between Schools Cup and In2Hockey was needed in his figures.
c. Player Pathway (PP)
It was noted that the second paragraph in the report reflected KJ’s views and not necessarily that of the PP committee in general.  MH to take this up with KJ and ask that coaches review his report before it is published.
GT suggested, in response to the problem noted regarding players released from PC to AC, that any not already included in AC could potentially join as ‘training only’ so they had an opportunity to move back up if appropriate.
d. Junior Competitions
HW commented that one club has refused to pay a cancelled pitch cost.  It was confirmed that there was a Hampshire rule that meant that payment was required.  FT wondered if those playing junior hockey had got complacent about the consequence of cancelling games.
She also noted that another club had asked about relaxation of the rule relating to U13s playing in U16 matches.  It was agreed this rule should remain and no 12 year olds should be allowed to play.
e. Leagues - Outdoor
HWHL – A general question was raised with relation to the placement of teams from the West into the Hampshire Leagues.  NS stated that generally teams had been in the right places, with the exception of Blandford who were struggling.
There was also a question about a suggestion by at least one club that wearing of facemasks for U18s was compulsory, and it was confirmed this was not the case.  GT will provide HW with a link to the revised EH guidance on this matter ACTION GT
HOL – IS asked about promotion and relegation.  It was believed that a ‘two-up at least one-down’ principle was in place throughout the South Leagues, however play-offs did complicate matters.  To understand how the HOL divisions will be affected, the number of teams coming down from Division 4 will need to be known.

- Indoor

An informal Ladies indoor league is taking place on Tuesdays at Eastleigh (run by Eastleigh Ladies HC), but no official qualification to any South competition results from it.
f. Umpires 
It was noted that Lia Waine had been appointed to the semi-finals of the Super Sixes.
A number of assessments for Level 1 have taken place and the standard of candidates had been high.

It was observed that HHUA Associate members do not pay subs, but do need to access the website annually to confirm their continued membership.

g. EH & South

GT reported that data of Pro-League ticket sales were available if requested by clubs.
IS questioned the pricing, and it was noted that every ticket now included a double-header which had not been the case in 2019.

GT also noted that proxy votes for the AGM needed to be made 48 hours in advance of the meeting (i.e. by 15th March).

GT noted that nominations were open for EH awards and suggested that Sally Munday be proposed for a lifetime achievement award.  Those present endorsed and supported this proposal.

h. Cups/Tournaments/Hampshire Day

MH noted some logistical issues with the forthcoming fixtures.  In particular Men’s Cup Quarter Finals are on a ‘play by’ date that clashes with various other fixtures that might cause problems.  He is also waiting for confirmation from Bournemouth HC that they have secured a booking with Bournemouth University for the date of the Semi-finals.
He also noted that a number of Trojans girls may have a potential clash with a Ladies game on April 26th so might need to play on 27th.

Winchester U18 boys had also raised a concern about the number of potential players involved in a 6th Form College tour over the same weekend.  Those present agreed that the fixture must be played if the team reached the final.

MH will check who is available to assist officiate from the Council and senior HHUA representatives.
