3. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON SEPTEMBER 7th

5. REPORTS
a
Discipline
One further red card at the weekend for Romsey.  Disciplinary panel will discuss the current situation after this meeting.

RM – noted the year in the penalty line should be corrected.  AD confirmed he would do this.  ACTION - CDA

Treasurer
It was agreed that future of finances should be discussed.  Chairman and Treasurer will propose how to dispose of the account balance.

The President had been asked to advise on a line item on the annual invoice for another Dorset club where a fee for a non-Hampshire club was noted.  The levy for junior administrator looked to less than it should be as it was believed there was no longer any distinction.  Treasurer confirmed he will check.  ACTION - Treasurer
EMW observed that last year’s South Affiliation fees will be returned to clubs.

Player Pathway
The two nominated charities to receive the excess in fees from last year’s AC cycle have made contact since the report and are very appreciative of the funds.  KJ will be passing on relevant bank details for action by the Treasurer.
EMW asked whether KJ will endorse GT’s comments in her report.  KJ had not had the opportunity to read the report so couldn’t comment.

GT noted that EH is working on streamlining all junior competitions to align with PP dates at all levels.

Leagues 
– outdoor
HWHL – RW noted one fine for five registration issues for one club in two weeks (Southampton Uni)
SWHL – a few re-arrangements due to Covid issues but generally proceeding fine.

Committee meeting next week to discuss potential impact of new structure as a result of the EH AGM decision.  SD – South Central are looking at leagues and it is hoped a draft structure will be sent out in the near future to League Secretaries.

EMW – expecting something from Rich Beer regarding the transition as South CHA still have concerns.  Believes document will come out to clubs next week.

SMHL – start to the season going strongly.  Soton Uni home games were cancelled on Oct 3rd due to facilities managers deeming the pitch to be unplayable.  Clubs have been seeking financial redress.

HOL – nothing has changed since the report.

JT asked about Poole as he was surprised the whole club was unable to play and was expecting to this coming weekend.  EMW confirmed he had investigated in depth, but believes all their actions to have been correct, and could be playing this week.  GT had also been in contact with the club.  A late confirmation of a positive test was the cause of the issue coming to light when it did.  Other potential cases did not materialise after testing.

Umpires
RW reported no issues.

RM asked if there were any rule change announcements ? – RW confirmed no changes.  RM then asked about stopping the clock at penalty corners.  He was concerned some young umpires were using the 15 minute quarter rules which were not appropriate for EH governed hockey.

EH and South
FT – EH keen to get new structure in place for next season, irrespective of Covid situation ? – if situation changes then some aspects may be delayed.
South (EMW) had a meeting with Rich Beer due to unique situation of South’s position.
One point raised was status of counties/sub-areas and the impact on PP / Schools, he is awaiting a response.  South will then decide how it will go forward once this has been received.  Volunteers are being asked if they want to be involved in the new organisation.  Asked GT who the offer to help is going to.
RM observed that the South consists of 8 counties today, with Surrey clubs being across all three new Areas (SCentral, SEast, London) but London appears to now be just Middlesex but awaiting confirmation of this.  He was concerned over the scale of the job in hand.

RM mentioned junior results and believed HW had a concern about data entry, RW will address.  ACTION - Webmaster
6. EH AGM – consequences of vote to adopt the ‘Structure Fit for the Future’ proposal
JT was concern that there have been a number of individual meetings with members of the Council but there has been no record of what was discussed.
EMW believed consolidated information will come out next week.

KJ confirmed he’d also been to one junior meeting that reports to South then to Hampshire.
He believes other counties are of a similar view regarding the desire to maintain local competitions (Southern Counties Championship - SCC).
EMW was still waiting for clarity in what will happen in this area.

RM was concerned about the Talent Pathway communication from Ed Barney that had surprised him having been in attendance at EH PP committee and didn’t expect the communication to come out as it did.  He has also raised the SCC with Rich Beer.

SD concluded that nothing formal has been agreed yet, but a number of topics are being crystalised with various members of our council being involved as advisors in a personal, not official capacity.
7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
GT commented that Pro-League tickets now on sale.  Anyone wanting to raise profile of matches should contact her.  Possible club rewards were available.
MH asked how clubs are dealing with participation restrictions.  From his observations, social distancing off the pitch can be problematic with some clubs being more proactive than others in ensuring it is maintained.

MH also mentioned that he was considering resurrecting the 2019-20 cup competitions, but no decision could be made until February  He has all the medals.
